The Red O'Neill Story

The development of an award in Red O'Neill's memory did not occur accidentally. For two
years, a UConn Club award committee researched various possibilities. Despite the many alumni
considered, all signs pointed to the Redhead as the man who combined the highest attributes of
character, leadership, athletic ability and, later, a successful career.

The O'Neill Award is given annually to UConn graduates who have gone from the athletic
fields to distinguish themselves in their chosen careers.

As an outstanding athlete, Red had to overcome the severe handicap of a silver plate in his
right arm, the result of a World War I wound. In 1924, he was the captain and fullback of the only
unbeaten football team in UConn history.

As a student he was brilliant, getting top honors. After graduationin 19235, he went to Yale

Medical School. As a surgeon he was well known. In his later years, he was known for his work in
obstetrics. He gave 23 years of his life to medicine before passing away in 19535.

The UConn Club, which operates in compliance with all the rules and regulations of the
National Collegiate Athletic Association was originally founded in 1953. In the 25th Silver
Anniversary year, 1978, the UConn Club officers and Board of Directors rewrote their charter and
Jjoined the new UConn Athletic Development Fund. This was the beginning of a new UConn Club,
an organization of loyal and dedicated alumni, parents, and friends of the University of
Connecticut who wish to express their support to the University through their particular interest in
UConn Athletics. UConn Club membership is open to alumni and non-alumni.
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Outstanding Contribution Award
John L. Toner

The numerous "OQutstanding Contributions” of John Toner af the University
of Connecticut cover three decades and include a period from July of 1969
to June of 1987 when John Toner served as UConn’s Director of Athletics and
became one of the most influential figures in all of college athlefics.

3, During his fenure as Connecticut’s Director of Athletics, John Toner was the

prime architect in the development of UConn’s broad-based intercollegiate
athletics program. He added women's sports to the Division of Athletics inter-
collegiate family in 1974, he was chiefly responsible for UConn’s inclusion as a
charter member of the BIG EAST Conference in the spring of 1979, he hired
Geno Auriemma as head coach of women's basketball in 1985, he selected
Jim Calhoun as head coach of men’s basketball in 1986, and he successfully
stfeered completion of drives to secure both state and private funds to begin
construction of the $28 milion UConn Sports Center Complex (Harry A. Gampel
Pavilion & Wolff-Zackin Nataforium).

Anative of D|gh’ron Massachusetts who grew up on Nantucket Island, John
Toner was the s’ron‘:ng quarterback at Boston University in 1947-48 after re‘rurmng from a 42-month Army four. He
graduated in 1950 and added a masters degree from BU in 1953. Prior to joining the UConn staff in 1966, Toner
served as an assistant football coach at BU (1950-54), coached state championship scholastic teams af New
Britain (CT) High School in 1955 and 1956, and was a member of the football staff at Columbia University from
1957-66.

John Toner came to UConn in 1966 when he was named head football coach. He served in that capacity for
five seasons. During the final two years of his collegiate head coaching tenure, he filed a dual role as head
coach and Director of Athletics, a position he assumed in 1969,

As UConn’s Director of Athletics, John Toner took a leadership role nationally and worked unceasingly to
promote growth and change in intercollegiate athletics for men and women.

John Toner’s involvement for the befterment of intercollegiate athletics was highlighted in January of 1983
when he was elected to a two-year term as President of the NCAA. In other NCAA duties, Toner was appointed
to the NCAA Councilin 1977 and served with that steering group unftil being elected NCAA Secretary-Treasurer in
1981. He also chaired several NCAA committees, and, after stepping down as NCAA President in 1985, he fook
on new challenges as Chairman of the NCAA Committee for the Development of a National Drug Testing Policy.

In other activities during his nearly two decades as UConn’s AD, John Toner served as president of the National
Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics (NACDA). the Eastern College Athletic Conference (ECAC), and
the Eastern Intercollegiate Football Association. He also served as a member of the Eligibility Committee of the
United States Olympic Commiftee, the Board of Directors of the National Football Foundation and Hall of Fame,
and the Board of Directors of the National High School Sports Institute.

In addition to the numerous leadership roles he assumed nationally, John Toner guided the drafting of NCAA
legislation for both the Tipoff Classic preseason college basketball game, which benefits the Basketball Hall of
Fame, and the Kickoff Classic football game.

John Toner has been the recipient of four national-level awards, including one which bears his name. He has
been honored with the “Distinguished American Award” by the National Football Foundation and Hall of Fame,
joining a select group of honorees which includes Vince Lombardi, Jimmy Stewart, and Bob Hope. He received
the “James Corbett Award” from NACDA for devotion to intercollegiate athletics. He was the sixth person nation-
ally to receive a “National Citation” from the Nafional High School Athletic Coaches Association. In 1997, the
National Football Foundation and College Hall of Fame established the John L. Toner Award and named John
Toner as the award’s first recipient. It will be given to a collegiate athlefic director who has demonstrated out-
standing administrative abilities and contributed greatly to the game of football.

Other honors which have been bestowed on John Toner include: being honored by his alma mater, Boston
University, with its Distinguished Alumnus Award; receiving an Honorary Alumnus Award from the University of
Connecticut; receiving the Director of Athletics Emeritus Award from UConn; and being honored with a presti-
gious “"Gold Key” from the Connecticut Sports Writers Alliance.

Since reftiring in 1988, John and his wife, Claire, have resided in Savannah, Georgia.
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Red O’Neill Award
Dominic P. (Dom) Perno '64

Dom Perno’s numerous accomplishments and contributions as a player and
coach at the University of Connecticut, combined with his career as a busi-
ness executive and athletics administrator, fruly mirror the Red O'Neill-type
attributes of character, leadership, athletic ability, and a successful profes-
sional career.

A New Haven native, Dom Perno played a large part in the outstanding
basketball history enjoyed by Wilbur Cross High School. An All-State, All-New
England and State Tournament MVP, Dom helped guide Wilbur Cross to 49
consecutive wins during his junior and senior years, including two state cham-
pionships and one New England fitle.

Dom continued his basketball career as a UConn undergraduate where

he was a three-year varsity standout. He played a major role on two Yankee

4 Conference championship teams and helped propel the Huskies to a pair of

NCAA bids, including Connecticut’s first-ever trip to the NCAA “Final 8. He is remembered for his famous steal

from Princeton All-American Bill Bradley in the closing seconds of an NCAA East Regional semifinal game which

UConn won 52-50. Dom Perno co-captained the UConn team in his senior season and received both the C-Ring
Award for leadership in athletics and academics as well as the UConn Club Senior Athlete Award.

Following graduation from UConn in 1964, Dom began his coaching career at South Catholic High School in
Hartford. In 1966, he moved to St. Paul’s High School in Bristol where he served until 1972 as Director of Athletics
and head coach of basketball.

In August of 1972, Dom Perno returned to his alma mater when he joined the UConn basketball staff. For the
next five seasons, he served as head coach Dee Rowe’s fop assistant as the Huskies posted an 88-48 overall
record while winning the 1976 ECAC New England Championship, playing in the NIT twice, and advancing to the
1976 NCAA “Sweet 16",

In March of 1977, Dom Perno was named the 16" head coach of men’s basketball at the University of Con-
necticut. In his second year in charge of the program, Perno led UConn to the 1979 ECAC New England Cham-
pionship and a NCAA berth. The 1978-79 club finished the season 21-8 overall, the first of three consecutive 20-
win seasons for the Huskies.

In May of 1979, Dom Perno led the UConn basketball program from its New England-based schedule to a
national level program as a charter member of the Big East Conference. In each of its first three seasons in the Big
East, UConn would earn National Invitation Tournament (NIT) bids.

In his nine seasons as head coach af Connecticut, Dom Perno compiled an overall record of 139-114, ranking
him No. 3 on the dll-time UConn basketball head coach win list, In his 18 years as a player, assistant coach, and
head coach at the University of Connecticut, Dom Perno was part of 288 Husky victories.

in 1986. Dom Perno began a new professional career as Vice President for Sales & Marketing at the Roland
Dumont Group, Inc. in Bristol. He remained in that capacity through 1997 and also stayed involved in intercolle-
giate athletics as a television broadcaster, serving as a basketball analyst for both the Big East Conference
Television Network as well as the University of Hartford. He was also involved as a color analyst on ESPN International’s
broadcasts of the National Basketball Association (NBA).

In November of 1997, Dom moved back into the intercollegiate athletic scene on a full-time basis when he
was named Assistant Director of Athletics for Development at George Washington University in Washington, DC.
He oversees fund raising and marketing within the GW athletic department.

Dom Perno and his wife Cindy reside in Alexandria, VA.

Outstanding Senior Scholar-Athlete
Men’s Track & Field
David B. Coleman - PeaceDale, Rl

A gritty competitor in the middle distance events throughout his four-year
career at Connecticut, David has specialized in the 800-meter run. In 1998,
David earned All-BIG EAST honors when he took third place in the 800-meter at
the BIG EAST Indoor Championships. That same year, David also ranaleg of the
4x800-meter relay team which took third place at the BIG EAST Indoor Cham-
pionships. He is a member of the 4x800-meter relay team which holds the
Connecticut outdoor record in the event, setin 1998, As a senior, he took first
place in the 800-meter at the New England Challenge Cup Finals. David has
also been a solid member of the cross country feam each season, consistently
ranking among the Huskies’ top finishers.

An excepftional student, David has earned Dean’s List honors in six of the
previoussevensemesters at UConn. He hasbeennamed aBIGEAST Academic
All-Star in every year of his career, and is the recipient of the Louis D. Traurig
Scholarship for Economics.

An Economics major, Davidis a native of PeaceDale, Rl. Heis a graduate of South Kingstown High School and
holds his high school record in the 400-meter dash.

Outstanding Senior Scholar-Athlete
Women's Basketball
Amy M. Duran - Bethesda, MD

Amy Duran has made an impact on UConn women's basketball from day
one. A freshman during the 1995-96 season, Duran was given the team’s "Sixth
Man Award” after averaging 17 minutes a contest and scoring in double figures
three times in her rookie campaign.

Since that time, Duran has thrilled Husky fans with her shooting and her
consistent leadership - on and off the court. This guard/forward has been a
constant force on the team, starting 82 games and playing in 135 contfestsin a
UConn uniform over the last four years. In fact, she missed her first-ever
collegiate contest against Boston College this season due to a broken hand.

Duran will leave her mark in the UConn record book. The senior ranks first in
career free throw percentage (.860) while finishing at No. 17 on the UConn
career scoring list with exactly 1,000 points. Her .380 three-point shooting
percenftage is also ranked fourth in the career chart. In the last four years, Duran has helped UConn to four straight
BIG EAST regular season and fournament championships, one Final Four NCAA appearance, two Elite Eight
showings and a Sweet Sixteen this year.

This senior hit a career-high 22 points twice in her tenure. The first time came against No. 4 Georgia during the
1996-97 season, with the second coming in her junior year (1997-98) vs. Seton Hall. She also recorded game-highs
of 10 assists, nine rebounds and five steals. Duran scored in double figures in 41 contests while only averaging 24
minutes a contest in four seasons.

Many awards and honors have come Duran’s way. In 1998 she was named fo the BIG EAST All-Tournament
Team after putting up 32 points against Rutgers and Notre Dame en route to UConn taking the championship fitle.
The psychology maijor has also been honored off the court, being named to the Dean’s List as well as 1996-97 and
1997-98 BIG EAST Academic All-Star.

Career highlightsinclude October 1, 1995, when McCann recorded her first career goal in a 10-0 UConn blanking
of Seton Hall. On October 12, 1996, McCann recorded her first game-winning goalin a 5-1 victory over Dartmouth,
and on September 27, 1996, she recorded a career high four points (1g, 2a) in a 12-0 win over West Virginia.

McCannis a graduate of Barrington High Schoolin Barrington, RI, and is a Therapeutic Recreation major at UConn.

Bobby G. Rhine - Florissant, MO

Bobby’s dedication and loyalty tothe men’ssoccer program has earned him
agreatdeal ofrespect. After asuccessful junior season being named Third Team
All-American, Bobby made the biggest decision of his career deciding to forego
his senior season in order to concentrate on his studies and learn a new syle of
play under a new head coach. Despite redshirting the season, he was named
a co-captain and continued in that role for his final season of competition in
1998. His decision paid off as he helped lead UConn toits most successful season
since 1989.

The forward led the 1998 Huskies in godils scored with 15 on the season. He
finished his career as UConn’s 7th all-fime leading scorer with 42 goals and 20
assists (104 pts.) and became only the seventh men’s soccer playertoreach 100
career points. He began his career as the BIG EAST Rookie of the Year and went
on to earn both All-American and First Team All-BIG EAST honors twice.

As asenior,he was named a Second Team All-American and a findalist for the prestigious Missouri Athletic Club
Player of the Year Award. He earned First Team All-New England and All-BIG EAST honors and was chosen to
participate in the UMBRO /Select Division | All-Star Classic. His gamewinning goal and assist in the contest garnered
him All-Star Classic MVP honors. The following day, Bobby was the first UConn men’ssoccer player to be draffed into
the MLS when he was a first round draft pick by the Dallas Burn.

Just as Bobby excelled on the field, he was a consistent performer off the field as well. This season he was
named a GTE District | Academic All-American andis a candidate for nationalhonors. He is a UConn scholar-athlete
and was named to the BIG EAST All-Academic Team through two seasons. A graduate student majoring in
educational psychology. he earned his undergraduate degree in sociclogy/cognition and instruction.

Bobby is a product of Florissant, MO, where he attended Hazelwood Central High School and was an
Honorable Mention All-America selection.

A middle-distance freestyler, Greg has made his mark as a member of two
Connecticut record-setfing relays.

Greg also
earned All-BIG EAST honors in 1997-98 as part of the 200-yard freestyle relay
team which took third place at the BIG EAST Championships. He graduates sixth
on Connecticut’s all-time listin the 1000-yard freestyle, and seventhin both the
500-yard and mile events.

Greg has been named a BIG EAST Academic All-Star through every year of
his Connecticut career. His accomplishments have ranged far beyond his
success in the pool, as he has been involved in a wide variety of volunteer
services, as well as taking grand steps to further his involvement in the medical
field to which he aspires following graduation. In addition to serving asaUConn
Connects facilitor and a peer advisor in the CAP program, Greg also has found the time fo futor other student-
athletes through UConn’s CPIA. Greg was also selected last summer for a UConn School of Medicine Research
Fellowship, and presented his resultant research at the annual conference of the Connecticut Board Surgeons and
the American College of Board Surgeons in Cromwell, CT.

Outstanding Senior Athlete
Men’s Track & Field
Glenn Allen - East Hartford, CT

A key element to the Men’s Track & Field team’s throwing corps for the past
four years, Glenn has specialized in the hammer throw and the weight throw, as
well as showing continual growth in both the shot put and discus events. Ahighly
motivated athlete, his leadership qualities earned him a spot as team captain
during his senior season.

Glennturned heads as asophomore when he was crowned the 1996-97 New
England Indoor Champion in the weight throw. In 1997-98, Glenn took the BIG
EAST Championship fitle in the hammer throw during the outdoor season. This
followed a successful indoor season where he took third place and earned All-
BIG EAST honors in the weight throw. As asenior, Glenn rewrote his own personal
bests in both the weight throw and the shot put during the indoor season. He
earned both All-BIG EAST and All-New England honors, as he placed second in
the weight throw at both 1999 indoor championships.

During Glenn's four seasons at Connecticut, the Huskies have won the New England Indoor Championships
each year, and took the BIG EAST Indoor Championship title in 1996-97 as well. That same year, the Huskies also
posted a second-place showing at the IC4A Championships. During his senior year, the Huskies earned third place
at the BIG EAST Indoor Championship meet.

A Secondary Education major, Glenn is a native of East Hartford, CT, where he graduated from East Hartford
High School.

Outstanding Senior Athlete
Football
Carl N. Bond - West Haven, CT

Carl Bond is a classic example of what hard work and determination can do
for a student-athlete. Coming to Connecticut in 1994 as a litfle-known in-state
walk-on, not much was expected of Carl on the football field. He ignored all the
naysayers and went on fo achieve All-American status and a place among the
top wide receivers in UConn Football history.

Bond finished his career number two on the UConn career lists in receptions,
tfouchdown receptions and yards receiving. He is one of only two players in
UConn history to go over the 1,000-yard receiving mark twice in his career, and
his total of 1,178 in 1997 is the second most in UConn single season history. He
finished his illustrious career with nine 100-yard receiving efforts.

Carl was a key performer in Connecticut’s highly successful 1998 season. He

setaUConnssingle seasonrecord with 11 touchdown catches and led the squad

with 61 catcheson the year. He also led the team with 12 fotal fouchdowns, helping UConn make its first-ever NCAA
Playoff appearance in football and win a school-record ten games.

Twicein his career, Bond earned All-Atlantic 10 honors andin 1997 he wasnamed a Second Team All-American
by the Associated Press. He capped his career in 1998 by being named the Walter Camp Football Foundation
Connecticut Player of the Year.

Carlis a native of West Haven, CT. He attended Hamden Hall High in Hamden, CT. He graduated in December
of 1998 with a degree in Sociology.
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
