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THE ReEp O'NEILL STORY

The development of an award in Red O'Neill's memory did not occur accidentally. For
two years, a UConn Club award committee researched various possibilities. Despite the many
alumni considered, all signs pointed to the Redhead as the man who combined the highest
attributes of character, leadership, athletic ability and, later, a successful career.

The Red O'Neill Award is given annually to UConn dgraduates who have gone from the
athletic fields to distinguish themselves in their chosen careers.

As an outstanding athlete, Red had to overcome the severe handicap of a silver plate in
his right arm, the result of a World War | wound.

Senior football team captain Martin “Red" O'Neill was the school’s first All-American
candidate, leading the 1923 and 1924 teams. As legend has it, his career started in 1922 during
aloss to Springfield College. A Connecticut Agricultural College (now UConn) player was injured
and the coaches could find no one to replace him among the reserves. Someone spotted O'Neill watching the
game from the stands and called to him to join in the game. He threw on a uniform and stepped into the line-

up, where he would remain for three seasons. )
The 1924 squad is down in the annals as one of the school's finest. The team finished 6-0-2, winning the New

England Conference Championship. The Aggies were said by the New York Times to be among the best teams
in the country and the team defense finished first in the nation. The team gave up only 13 points all season
and only three in the final seven games.

As a student, O’'Neill was brilliant, getting top honors. After graduation in 1925, he went to Yale Medical
School. As a surgeon he was well-known. In his later years, he was known for his work in obstetrics. He gave 23

years of his life to medicine before passing away in 1955.

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RED ONEILL AWARD
LED PINSKY, ‘50

Tonight's winner of the Red O'Neill Award enjoyed a highly successful athletic
career at the University of Connecticut and then went on to become a prominent high

school coach in the state.
In addition, he has served his country in the military, became a great educator and

always was a family man.

In short, Leo Pinsky’s life is the epitome of the attributes for the Red O’Neill Award —
charter, leadership, athletic ability and later, a successful career.

Pinsky graduated from Hartford Public High School in 1944 and enrolled at UConn the following fall and earned
a letter playing football. But, service to his country beckoned during World War Il and he enlisted in the Marines. While
in that branch of the military, he played on a baseball team that won the Guam Island championship.

Following the war, Pinsky returned to Storrs and graduated from UConn with a bachelor of arts degree in the
spring of 1950.

Pinsky remains sixth in the UConn record book with 173 career punts and seventh with 6,098 punting yards for
a 35.2 yard average. When Pinsky’s UConn football career was over, he was the career leader in all three of those
categories. He also saw duty as a quarterback with the Huskies. Pinsky earned a total of five letters with the UConn

football team and added four more with the baseball team as a catcher.
Pinsky earned a master’s degree in education from Springfield College in 1952 and a sixth-year program degree

from Wesleyan.

His coaching career began at UConn, where he worked with the freshman baseball team.

Pinsky then served as the head baseball coach at Farmington High School from 1954-84 as his teams won 411
games, 12 league championships and three state titles. He was also a social studies teacher at the school.

Among the many standouts he coached at Farmington was Dick McAuliffe, who earned American League Rookie
of the Years honors with the Detroit Tigers in 1965 and later went on to play for the Boston Red Sox.

Pinsky was the Connecticut High School Coaches Association baseball coach of the year in 1965 and was the
National High School Coaches Association baseball coach of the year for District | in 1980. From 1959-60, he was
the chairman of the state high school baseball tournament and was an executive member of the Connecticut High

School Coaches Association.
In 1986, Pinsky was inducted into the Hall of Fame for Greater Hartford Jewish Athletes. He received the 1988

Baseball Coach Gold Award from Scholastic Coach magazine.

He was president of the Farmington Teachers’ Association from 1964-66.

Pinsky’s parents were immigrants from Russia and all four of their sons — Jules, Dave, Albert and Leo — graduated
from UConn. The Pinsky brothers earned a total of 13 letters for the UConn football team over a 17-year period —
Jules in 1933, '34 and '35, Dave in 1934 and '35, Albert in 1940, '41 and '42 and five by Leo.

An avid blood donor, Pinsky has given over 15 gallons of blood to the American Red Cross in the fight against

cancer.
Pinsky and his wife of over 52 years, Lorriane, have two children — Galya Greenberg and Tia Pinsky — and six

grandchildren.
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OUTSTANDING CONTREUTION AWARD
LARRY G. SCHILLING

: As the campuses of the University of Connecticut continue to grow and prosper,
|| the life of Larry Schilling becomes increasingly busier and exciting.

The executive director of architectural and engineering services at UConn, Schilling
is responsible for the managing, planning and design of all construction activities
on the storrs campus, in addition to the School of Law in West Hartford and the
various regional campuses.

He has worked tirelessly on a number of projects for the Division of Athletics and
is tonight's recipient of The UConn Club’s Outstanding Contribution Award. Among
the athletic facilities construction projects he has managed during his tenure at UConn are the Harry A. Gampel
Pavilion, the Wolff-zZackin Natatorium, the George J. Sherman-Family Sports Complex, the UConn Ice Arena and

the renovation of the Hugh Greer Field House.
Schilling's tenure at UConn has seen an incredible number of new construction projects, thanks in large

part to the UCONN 2000 and 21t Century UCONN initiatives.

schilling came to Uconn in 1989 after serving as director of facilities management at Southern Connecticut
State University for two years and director of facilities operations at Columbia University from 1981-88.

He holds undergraduate degrees in engineering from Michgian State and in architecture from Syracuse.
He also holds a masters degree in business from the University of New Haven.

Schilling and his wife Lynne, who is a research scientist at Yale, have two sons - Derek and Ethan - both of

Babcock has been instrumental with the administration of three new intercollegiate sports on the uConn
campus - women's lacrosse, rowing and women's ice hockey. She also serves as a sport administrator for a
number of other Husky teams. . )

She came to Connecticut in 1967 as a physical education instructor and established the Husky women's
tennis program during the 1974-75 academic year. She served as head coach for 19 years and compiled an
overall record of 222-92-2 in 37 seasons (fall and spring) in charge of the Husky program with 32 winning

seasons. )
A 1962 graduate of Northeastern University, Babcock earned a master's degree from Springfield College in

1968. Before joining Uconn, she served as chairman of the physical education department at Montgomery
Hills Junior High School in Silver Springs, Md.
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LCONN CLUB CRYSTAL AWARD
DR. PHILIP E. AUSTIN

University of Connecticut President Philip E. Austin has led the University through
a period of unprecedented academic and physical growth, mirrored in the progress of
the Division of Athletics.

In recognition of his achievements, Dr. Austin is tonight being honored by the

UConn Club with its Crystal Award.
Dr. Austin became the thirteenth President of the University of Connecticut at

the beginning of the academic year in the Fall of 1996.
As chief executive of the University, Dr. Austin has overseen the management
and implantation of the $1 billion infrastructure renewal program called “UCONN 2000” that has sparked the University’s
remarkable transformation. Connecticut Governor John G. Rowland and the Connecticut General Assembly provided
a resounding endorsement of the University’s advancement under Dr. Austin when, in 2002, they endorsed and
signed into law “21% Century UConn”, a legislative initiative that provides an additional $1.3 billion to extend the immensely
successful UCONN 2000 program through 2015.

Dr. Austin’s commitment to academic excellence has led to increases in student quality and diversity as UConn has
become the school of choice for high achieving students. Since 1995, the freshman class in Storrs has grown from just
over 2,000 students to nearly 3,200, a 58% increase. At the same time, minority freshman enroliment is up 61%,
average SAT scores for incoming freshmen have risen 37 points, and nearly 400 Valedictorians and Salutatorians
have enrolled at UConn. The University’s Board of Trustees’ enroliment goal of 25,000 by Fall 2005 was reached last
Fall, three years ahead of schedule. Since 1999, U.S. News and World Report has ranked UConn the top public
university in New England.

“Campaign UConn”, the University's six-year capital campaign launched by President Austin is on schedule to
meet or exceed its $300 million fundraising goal when it concludes in June of 2004. Personal financial contributions of
historic proportions coupled with record numbers of individual gifts are propelling UConn’s most successful fundraising

campaign.
A strong advocate for achievement in the classroom and laboratory as well as the playing field, Dr. Austin has

celebrated numerous athletic championships as well as the individual accomplishments of hundreds of student-athletes
at UConn. He played a vital role in the passage of legislation that led to the construction of the stadium at Rentschler
Stadium that will become the home for University of Connecticut football later this year.

Prior to his appointment at UConn, Dr. Austin was chancellor of the University of Alabama System, president of
Colorado State University, chancellor of the Colorado State University System, provost and vice president for academic
affairs and professor of economics and finance at Bernard Baruch College in New York City. He was previously
director of the interdisciplinary doctoral program in public policy at George Washington University in Washington, D.C.

From 1974 to 1977, Dr. Austin was HEW Deputy Assistant Secretary for Education in Washington, D.C. During the
latter part of this assignment, he also served as Acting Assistant Secretary for Education. He served as an Economist
in the Director's Office of the U.S. Office of Management and Budget from 1971 1o 1974.

Dr. Austin's service in the United States Army extended from 1969-1971. He was an Economist with the rank of
Army Captain in the Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff for Economic Affairs at U. S. Military Headquarters in Saigon,
Vietnam. He was awarded the Bronze Star, the Joint Service Commendation Medal, and the Army Commendation
Medal during his military duty.

He holds a Ph.D. in economics from Michigan State University and is active in several national professional
associations. He serves on the Board of Directors of the MetroHartford Regional Economic Alliance, Connecticut
United for Research Excellence, Inc. (CURE), the Greater Hartford Area Millenium Management Board of Directors

and on the Governor's Council on Economic Competitiveness and Technology.

In her senior season at UConn, Larson became a complete swimmer, dominating
both the 100 and 200-yard breaststrokes and the 200 and 400 individual medleys. Larson
qualified for the United States Open National Championships in three different events,
marking the third-straight year she qualified for this competition.

As a junior, Larson improved her record setting time on the 200-yard breaststroke and set pool records all over
the country. Larson’s pool records included the 100 and 200-yard breaststroke at the West Virginia pool and the 100-
vard breaststroke at the Virginia Tech pool. Larson entered the BIG EAST Championship with the best qualifying time
in the 200 breaststroke.

In her sophomore year, Larson set uconn pool records in both the 100 and 200- yard breaststrokes. She also was
a part of the school record 400-yard medley relay team. She swam well at the BIG EAST Championship finishing in the
top six in the 100 and 200-yard breaststroke.
