The development of an award in Red O'Neill's memory did not occur accidentally. For two
years, a UConn Club award committee researched various possibilities. Despite the many
alumni considered, all signs pointed to the Redhead as the man who combined the highest
attributes of character, leadership, athletic ability and, later, a successful career.

The Red O'Neill Award is given annually to UConn graduates who have gone from the
athletic fields to distinguish themselves in their chosen careers.

As an outstanding athlete, Red had to overcome the severe handicap of a silver plate in
his right arm, the result of a World War | wound.

Senior football team captain Martin “Red” O’'Neill was the school's first All-American
candidate, leading the 1923 and 1924 teams. As legend has it, his career started in 1922 during
a loss to Springfield College. A Connecticut Agricultural College (now UConn) player was
injured and the coaches could find no one to replace him among the reserves. Someone spotted O’'Neill
watching the game from the stands and called to him to join the game. He threw on a uniform and stepped
into the lineup, where he would remain for three seasons.

The 1924 squad is down in the annals as one of the school’s finest. The team finished 6-0-2, winning the
New England Conference Championship. The Aggies were said by The New York Times to be among the best
teams in the country and the team defense finished first in the nation. The team gave up only 13 points all
ceason and only three in the final seven games.

As a student, O'Neill was brilliant, getting top honors. After graduation in 1925, he went to Yale Medical
school. As a surgeon, he was well-known. In his later years, he was known for his work in obstetrics. He gave

23 years of his life to medicine before passing away in 1955.

A perfect choice for the Red O'Neill Award is former UConn great Tony
Hanson, who has utilized his love of the game of basketball to create a
remarkable success story as a collegiate and professional basketball star, as a
- | highly successful pro basketball coach, and as an inspirational educational

J and community leader.

' Tony Hanson came to the University of Connecticut in the fall of 1973
after a standout high school career at Holy Cross High School in Waterbury, Connecticut. During Tony's
four collegiate seasons, he helped guide the Huskies of Head Coach Dee Rowe to an overall record of 73-
38. In Tony's junior season UConn won the ECAC New England Championship and advanced to the 1976
NCAA Tournament “Sweet 16.” UConn also earned invites to the 1974 and 1975 National Invitation
Tournaments, advancing to a berth in the NIT quarterfinals in 1974.

Tony Hanson was the Yankee Conference Rookie of the Year in 1974 and was a two-time All-Yankee
conference First Team pick in both 1975 and 1976.

As a senior in 1976-77, Hanson was hamed New England Player of the Year, USBWA District | Player
of the Year and ECAC Player of the Year as he averaged a "double-double” with 26.0 points per game and

10.6 rebounds per contest. _ _ |
More than 30 years since graduating from UConn with a degree in Special Education, Tony Hanson

is still No. 3 in career scoring among UConn basketball stars, with 1,990 points. He ranks No. 1 in career
field goals with 784 and is No. 2 in single-season scoring average at 26.0/game in his senior season.

In 2001 Tony Hanson was named to UConn Basketball's All-Century Team and in 2006 was part of
the inaugural class of inductees to UConn's “Huskies of Honor” program. He is also a member of the New
England Basketball Hall of Fame. _ - _

After his college days, Tony Hanson was a third-round pick of the New Orleans Jazz in the 1977 NBA
Draft. Tony elected to play his professional basketball in Europe and enjoyed an outstanding pro career
in Italy, France, England and Ireland.

When his playing days were complete, Tony Hanson began another basketball career as a profes-
sional coach in England with the Teesside Basketball Club. Spanning nearly a 20-year coaching career at
the highest level of senior men’s basketball in England, Tony has been honored repeatedly as one of
England most successful coaches. His teams have won several league, national tournaments and cup
championships. The success was culminated with Tony Hanson-led teams securing an u_nprecec_iented
three consecutive ”tnple-gouble_s"—wmning all three nat_lonal championships. Equally impressive, he
has directed five consecutive National Trophy Championships—a record that still stands today.

In addition to his success as a professional coach, Tony Hanson has used his unique interpersonal
skills to engage, enable and unlock the potential of teenagers with special education needs. In 1997, he
set up a non-profit organization called Reach for Success, now rebranded as Hoop Dreams, part of a UK
Government youth initiative. The program uses the principle of sports as a vehicle for positive social
development, particularly for disadvantaged young people.

Tony's charitable endeavors within his community in the UK have touched the hearts and souls of
numerous young people. As a result of his community involvement, Tony
Hanson was placed on the Queens Honor List in 2006 to receive an MBE
(Master of the British Empire), one of the highest honors that can be
bestowed on regular citizens who reside in the United Kingdom.

Today, Tony Hanson's work in the community continues as he serves
as chairperson of Middlesbrough Black & Minority Ethnic Network, a gov-
ernment initiative based on inclusive agenda for under-represented com-

ities in the UK. _

Jerry Franklin is the president and chief executive officer of Connecticut
Public Broadcasting, Inc. (CPBI and is being honored tonight by The UConn
Club with its Outstanding Contribution Award.

A leader in mass media for more than 26 years, Franklin was appointed
to his current position at the Hartford-based broadcasting company in 1985.
His responsibilities include overseeing Connecticut Public Television (CPTV)
and Connecticut Public Radio (WNPR), a state network of four television sta-
tions, five radio stations and two cable television channel services, CPTV2 and
the Connecticut Sports Network (a joint venture with WFSB, Channel 3); a for-
profit production company, MediaVision; a publishing partnership with
Connecticut Magazine; and a national satellite uplink service.

Franklin has been one of the key players in the unique relationship
between CPTV and the University of Connecticut in the televising of women’s
basketball games. CPTV began its coverage of UConn women's basketball late
in the 1993-94 season and recently concluded its 16th year as the exclusive local market television part-
ner for the program.

During those past 15 seasons, CPTV has televised a total of 328 UConn women’s basketball games.
In those 328 games, Connecticut has compiled a stunning 320-8 overall record. During the national cham-
pionship season of 2008-09, CPTV carried a total of 28 UConn women's basketball games.

The University and CPTV take great pride in the fact that UConn women's basketball on CPTV con-
tinues to be the highest-rated locally produced public television program in the nation. In addition to
the UConn games, CPTV is also the home of "The Geno Auriemma Show,” which appears regularly during

the s under Franklin's leadership, CPTV has won 69 regional Emmy Awards and six Golden Eagle Awards,
and WNPR has earned seven Mark Twain Awards from the Associated Press, two George Foster Peabody
Awards, two Gracie Allen Awards and two Ohio State Awards for Broadcast Excellence. -

During Franklin’s tenure, CPBI has experienced unprecedented expansion. In 2003, an $80 million
campaign was launched to convert the statewide analog facility to digital technology, construct a new
physical plant and create an endowment. The conversion to digital and the new facility are complete at
a cost of $30 million with no debt. _ _

Franklin has been instrumental in the growth of national programming at Connecticut Public
Broadcasting, Inc. Until this past March, CPTV was the most prolific producer/presenter of children’s pro-
grams for PBS — with six series in national distribution. )

A frequent speaker for legislation before the United States Congress and Connec‘qcut General
Assembly, Franklin enjoys a statewide leadership position within Connecticut. He was appointed by for-
mer Housing and Urban Development Secretary Henry Cisneros to serve on a national committee to eval-
uate and develop federal/state policy for the nation's urban centers.

in addition, he serves locally on the board of trustees of the Hartford Stage,_The Hartford Club and
the Connecticut Boy Scouts Executive Council. He is a director of People’'s United Bank, the largest
Connecticut-based bank; and is a former governing partner of southside Institutions Ne.ighborhood
Alliance (SINA), an award-winning, education-based urban partnership that has received national recog-
nition and raised over $120 million to strengthen Hartford’s neighborhoods.

Vaughan was one of four UConn student-athletes nominated to the annual NCAA Development
Conference in 2008 and will be a participant in the Biology Undergraduate Research Colloquium on May
1, 2009.

A native of Bethel Park, Pa., Vaughan has led the UConn cross country team the last four seasons
and has also been a key factor in distance events during the women's track and field seasons, both
indoor and outdoor. Vaughan consistently ran as the cross country team’'s number three runner

and was an NCAA qualifier and scorer at the NCAA Regionals and BIG EAST Championship.
