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The development of an award in Red O'Neill's memory did not occur accidentally. For two years, a UConn Club award
committee researched various possibilities. Despite the many alumni considered, all signs pointed to the Redhead as the man
who combined the highest attributes of character, leadership, athletic ability and, later, a successful career.

The Red O'Neill Award is given annually to UConn graduates who have gone from the athletic fields to distinguish
themselves in their chosen careers.

As an outstanding athlete, Red had to overcome the severe handicap of a silver plate in his right arm, the result of a World

War | wound.
. Senior football team captain Martin “Red” O'Neill was the school’s first All-American candidate, leading the 1923 and 1924
teams. As legend has it, his career started in 1922 during a loss to Springfield College. A Connecticut Agricultural College (now UConn) player
was injured and the coaches could find no one to replace him among the reserves. Someone spotted O'Neill watching the game from the
stands and called to him to join the game. He threw on a uniform and stepped into the lineup, where he would remain for three seasons.

The 1924 squad is down in the annals as one of the school's finest. The team finished 6-0-2, winning the New England Conference
Championship. The Aggies were said by The New York Times to be among the best teams in the country, and the team defense finished first
in the nation. The team gave up only 13 points all season and only three in the final seven games.

As a student, O'Neill was brilliant, getting top honors. After graduation in 1925, he went to Yale Medical School. As a surgeon, he was well
known. In his later years, he was known for his work in obstetrics. He gave 23 years of his life to medicine before passing away in 1955.

Tue A. J. Pappanikou DoursvanNoiNG ConTRiBuTION Awago

The UConn Club's A.J. Pappanikou Outstanding Contribution Award is bestowed upon an individual who has made a
significant contribution to the University of Connecticut Division of Athletics. The awardee need not be a graduate of the
University of Connecticut. The award is named in honor of Dr. A.J. Pappanikou, distinguished Professor Emeritus of Educational
Psychology in the Neag School of Education. Dr. Pappanikou "Pappy" himself was a recipient of The UConn Club's Outstanding
contribution Award, and played a major role in the development of UConn's intercollegiate athletics programs as Connecticut’s
NCAA Faculty Representative, generous donor, and served as a member of The UConn Club Board of Directors before his
passing in November 2009.

Tue Don Ruck Awaro

The Don V. Ruck Award will annually honor a UConn varsity student-athlete who, beyond their intercollegiate athletics
involvement, has displayed extraordinary commitment to community service or significant leadership in a student-based
volunteer group. The specific traits of leadership and volunteerism were a hallmark of proud UConn alum Don Ruck, the
guiding spirit and founder of The UConn Club.

Don Ruck was an important student leader on UConn's Storrs campus. Following graduation from UConn in 1952, Don Ruck
was responsible for launching the first support group and fundraising arm of UConn Athletics — the Alumni “C" Club. The first
“C" Club Awards Dinner, now The UConn Club Awards Dinner, was staged in March of 1954 with Ruck as the visionary leader of
that event.

Ruck enjoyed an outstanding 60-year professional career in public relations, highlighted by his appointment at age 40 in 1968 as the first
Vice President in the 52-year history of the National Hockey League (NHL), Through all his years of professional success, Don Ruck contributed
more than 60 years of behind-the-scenes volunteerism and service for his alma mater, as well as significant financial contributions as an
athletics donor.

Tue Donnto BRinsman Rwnno

The Counseling Program for Intercollegiate Athletes Donald Kinsman Award is presented annually to those student-
athletes who have demonstrated universal success during their time at UConn. Award recipients are measured on academic
and athletic achievement, service and leadership, but most important, evidence of character in the face of adversity. The award
is named in honor of Donald M. Kinsman, emeritus professor of animal science in the College of Agriculture and Natural
Resources. After 32 years on the Animal Science faculty, Mr. Kinsman was the first director of the Counseling Program for
Intercollegiate Athletes, where he played a significant role in the development of Uconn's programs that empower student
athletes to achieve continued academic success. Mr. Kinsman was a longtime Storrs resident and was actively involved in
campus life until his passing in January of 1998.

Former University of Connecticut men's ice hockey captain Matt Carlin '89
M will receive the Red O'Neill Award tonight. The Red O'Neill Award is given
. annually by The UConn Club to a former Husky student-athlete who has mirrored

the Red O'Neill-type attributes of character, leadership, athletic ability, and later, a successful career.

Carlin currently serves as the Commissioner of the Department of Public Safety for the Commonwealth
of Massachusetts. Prior to his appointment at the DPS, Carlin was the CEO of Resource Options, Inc.

Under his direction, ROl became a leader in the placement of construction, environmental, and design
professionals throughout the Northeast. He successfully opened branch offices in West Caldwell, N.J,,
Stratford and Wethersfield, Conn., Londonderry, N.H., Raleigh, N.C. and Queens, N.Y.

Carlin enjoyed an outstanding career as a Husky as he lettered from 1984-88 and served as a captain his
senior season.

After graduating from UConn as a Dean's List student, Carlin became the head ice hockey coach at
Worcester Academy and had assistant coaching and recruiting coordinator positions at both Dartmouth
College and Cornell University.

Carlin is an active member of civic, local and national organizations. He was named to the
Massachusetts Board of Higher Education in 2000 and chaired a task force on the Quality of Student Life. He
was also selected to serve as a member of the Massachusetts State College Building Authority in 2002.

In 2005, Carlin was appointed to the University of Massachusetts Board of Trustees, where he served as
Chair of the Committee on Athletics, Committee on Academic and Student Affairs, and the Governance
Committee. Carlin was a member of the University of Massachusetts
Building Authority from 2006 to 2010.

Carlin is a member of the Environmental Business Council
and served on the Board of Directors from 2003 to 2007. He is also a
member of the Board of Directors for Alpha Analytical, Inc.

In 2003, he was elected to the Board of Directors of the
Massachusetts Staffing Association. He began his tenure on the
Board as Legislative Chair, and one year later he was elected
President of the Association.

A native of Natick, Mass., Carlin attended The Rivers School in
Weston, Mass., and played ice hockey, football and baseball.

Nnamdi Amilo was never going to win recognition for putting
up gaudy statistics for the UConn men’s basketball team, but his
/] contributions to the program have been cited by many as helping the

m—_ [ Huskies win the 2014 National Championship and 2016 American Athletic
Conference Championship.

A walk-on player in 2013-14, Amilo earned a scholarship in each of his junior and senior years
through his hard work and dedication to the program. Although Amilo is an undersized power
forward, the big men in the UConn frontcourt credited him with preparing them for uConn’s
championship runs.

Amilo appeared in 14 games during his UConn career, scoring six points and grabbing seven
rebounds, and he can take pride in the Huskies' outstanding 77-34 overall record (.694) during his
three years with the program, including the two major titles.

Amilo managed the enormous commitment to basketball while maintaining a Dean’'s List
grade point average, including three perfect 4.0 semesters, in the extremely difficult major of
molecular cell biology. Amilo plans a career in medicine.

Elaine Chuli concluded her career as one of the most decorated
players in UConn women'’s ice hockey history. A Second Team All-American,
Chuli holds five school records and has been named the team's MVP three
consecutive seasons.

As a junior, she became the UConn all-time saves leader, finishing the
2014-15 season with 2,495 saves. She stopped a program-high 972 shots this past season to end her
career as a Husky with 3,467 total saves, which puts her over a thousand saves above the second place
holder. She also holds the school records for both season and career save percentages, after she
posted a program-high .941 save percentage this season to end her career with a program-high .922
percentage.

In the 2015-16 season, the accounting major became the Hockey East all-time career saves
leader and set two Hockey East post-season records after helping UConn advance to the WHEA
Semifinals for the second consecutive season. She set the record at UConn for the most saves in a
single game when she recorded 69 saves in a triple overtime thriller in the 2015-16 WHEA Quarterfinals,
which beat her previous personal-best by ten saves.

Chuli traveled to Germany this season to play for the Nations Cup representing Team Canada.
She is a five-time Dean'’s List student at UConn and has earned Hockey East All-Academic honors three
times.

Caitlin Cole has been a solid distance freestyler over her four
seasons at UConn.
