The development of an award in Red O'Neill's memory did not occur accidentally. For two years, a UConn
Club award committee researched various possibilities. Despite the many alumni considered, all signs pointed to
the Redhead as the man who combined the highest attributes of character, leadership, athletic ability and, later,
a successful career.

i As an outstanding athlete, Red had to overcome the severe handicap of a silver plate in his right arm, the
result of a World War | wound.

Senior football team captain Martin “Red” O'Neill was the school's first All-American candidate, leading the 1923 and 1924
teams. As legend has it, his career started in 1922 during a loss to Springfield College. A Connecticut Agricultural College (now
UConn) player was injured and the coaches could find no one to replace him among the reserves. Someone spotted O'Neill
watching the game from the stands and called to him to join the game. He threw on a uniform and stepped into the lineup,
where he would remain for three seasons.

The 1924 squad is down in the annals as one of the school's finest. The team finished 6-0-2, winning the New England
Conference Championship. The Aggies were said by The New York Times to be among the best teams in the country and the
team defense finished first in the nation. The team gave up only 13 points all season and only three in the final seven games.

As a student, O’'Neill was brilliant, getting top honors. After graduation in 1925, he went to Yale Medical School. As a
surgeon, he was well known. In his later years, he was known for his work in obstetrics. He gave 23 years of his life to
medicine before passing away in 1955.

Tue B. J. Pappantkou Oourstanoing GContaieurion Hwano

The UConn Club’s A.J. Pappanikou Outstanding Contribution Award is bestowed upon an individual who has
made a significant contribution to the University of Connecticut Division of Athletics. The awardee need not be
a graduate of the University of Connecticut. The award is named in honor of Dr. A.J. Pappanikou, distinguished
Professor Emeritus of Educational Psychology in the Neag School of Education. Dr. Pappanikou “Pappy” himself
was a recipient of The UConn Club’s Outstanding Contribution Award, and played a major role in the development
of UConn's intercollegiate athletics programs as Connecticut's NCAA Faculty Representative, generous donor,
and served as a member of The UConn Club Board of Directors before his passing in November 2009.

Tue Don Ruck Ruano

The Don V. Ruck Award will annually honor a UConn varsity student-athlete who, beyond their intercollegiate
athletics involvement, has displayed extraordinary commitment to community service or significant leadership
in a student-based volunteer group. The specific traits of leadership and volunteerism were a hallmark of proud
Uconn alum Don Ruck, the guiding spirit and founder of The UConn Club.

Don Ruck was an important student leader on UConn’s Storrs campus. Following graduation from UConn in
1952, Don Ruck was responsible for launching the first support group and fundraising arm of UConn Athletics -
the Alumni “C” Club. The first “C" Club Awards Dinner, now The UConn Club Awards Dinner, was staged in March
of 1954 with Ruck as the visionary leader of that event.

Ruck enjoyed an outstanding 60-year professional career in public relations, highlighted by his appointment at age 40 in
1968 as the first Vice President in the 52-year history of the National Hockey League (NHL). Through all his years of professional
success, Don Ruck contributed more than 60 years of behind-the-scenes volunteerism and service for his alma mater, as well
as significant financial contributions as an athletics donor.

Twe Dovaco Rinsman Runno

The Counseling Program for Intercollegiate Athletes Donald Kinsman Award is presented annually to those
student-athletes who have demonstrated universal success during their time at UConn. Award recipients are
measured on academic and athletic achievement, service and leadership, but most important, evidence of
character in the face of adversity. The award is named in honor of Donald M. Kinsman, emeritus professor of
animal science in the College of Agriculture and Natural Resources. After 32 years on the Animal Science
faculty, Mr. Kinsman was the first director of the Counseling Program for Intercollegiate Athletes, where he
played a significant role in the development of Uconn's programs that empower student athletes to achieve
continued academic success. Mr. Kinsman was a longtime Storrs resident and was actively involved in campus life
until his passing in January of 1998.

The Red O'Neill Award has been given by The UConn Club for decades to a
former Husky student-athlete who has mirrored the Red O'Neill-type attributes of
character, leadership, athletic ability, and later, a successful career.

History will be made tonight as a father-son combination will be given the
award for the first time ever.

Father Pat and son Mark Sinatro have led very similar lives, a generation
apart, and have similar traits in their love for UConn and dedication to making their
community a better place to live. Both of them also earned varsity letters in tennis
during their undergraduate years at UConn.

Pat started his tennis career over 77 years ago at the age of 10 at his local
park, wearing his older sister's sneakers and borrowing her wooden racquet. He
always had the motivation to succeed, which UConn coach George Van Bibber
recognhized while scouting at the Connecticut State Tennis Championship in 1946.

Pat won runner-up in the finals singles match that day and was recruited to
play for the UConn men’s tennis team. He proudly accepted the scholarship to
UConn and began his long love for and his pledge to the Huskies. Several of Pat's
children continued his legacy of playing tennis for UConn, including Mark as a team

captain.

Pat was always approachable and willing to step up whenever the University was in need of fulfilling an
initiative for funds. When Gampel Pavilion was being constructed, Pat, his wife, Jo, and their children donated the
funds in honor of their UConn education.

The family also helped start a chair in Italian Studies, funding for the construction of the Babbidge Library,
and leading the Parent Drive for the Husky Dog Park. They are members of the Founders Society of the UConn
Foundation and established the Sinatro Family Scholarship.

Pat’s Husky pride continues on in his children and 17 grandchildren, 11 of whom have graduated or are
currently attending UConn.

After graduation from UConn in 1951, Pat, along with his brother, started the Sinatro Insurance Agency
and managed the Sinatro Realty Company. His business career was put on hold while he served for four years with
the U.S. Air Force during the Korean conflict.

Upon his return, in addition to resuming his business career and raising his children, Pat served the West
Hartford youth in many ways. He coached for the West Hartford Football League, served as president for the West
Hartford Basketball League, and was an organizer for the National Junior Tennis Association.

For his civic contributions, he was recognized by the Daughters of the American Revolution with the
Certificate of Excellence in community service. He felt a duty to pass on respect and honor to our youth, which
was the catalyst for the local high school to also establish a West Hartford Fallen Heroes Memorial Monument.

Pat continued to play tennis up until his 80s and now enjoys cheering as a spectator. The family enjoyed
belonging to the Hartford Tennis Club for many years. Pat served as Club President and this past vear, he was
awarded Court #5 for his diligence, excellence and devotion to the game of tennis.

Mark continues the family insurance legacy as a principal in Sinatro Agency One and has twice been named
the Travelers Insurance Agent of the Year. He is a Safeco Insurance Quality Service Award Winner and earned Elite
Agent Distinction from Travelers.

Mark is a longtime member of The UConn Club Board of Directors and is a UConn Foundation Trustee. He
is a trustee for the Foundation for the Advancement of Catholic Schools for the Archdiocese of Hartford and was
a member of the State of Connecticut Boxing Commission.

Mark played a pivotal role in creating a national connection between UNICO, the largest Italian American
service organization in the country, and Jim Valvano's V Foundation, which has helped raise hundreds of
thousands of dollars for cancer research.

Terra Briody has been one of the most versatile athletes on the

& women'’s track and field team since her freshman vyear.

As a junior in 2014, Briody earned points for the team at the
j American Athletic Conference Outdoor Championship, taking seventh in

the 3,000-meter steeplechase (11:18.00). During the indoor season, she took bronze in the 800-meter

run at the Yale Invitational.

Her sophomore campaign was highlighted by a fourth-place finish at the Big East Qutdoor
Championships, where she helped the 4x800-meter relay team to an 8:52.80 time. She also grabbed
a top-20 finish in the mile run at the 2014 New England Championships, crossing the line in
5:05.81 seconds.

As a freshman, she competed in the 1,000m run at the Big East Indoor Championships,
claiming 15th place (2:59.81).

Briody is enrolled in the Honors Program and is a four-time Dean'’s List honoree. She has also
been a three-time Conference All-Academic awardee and has been named to the UConn Director of
Athletics Honor Roll three times.

A native of Ridgefield, Conn., Briody is an elementary education and English double major.

One of the most reliable options on the court, Amy Christensen is a
four-time letter winner. A key piece of the Husky rotation, she played in a
career-high 30 matches in 2014, compiling 1.6 digs/set and 15 total assists.
The defensive specialist appeared in 323 sets during her four-year career,
amassing 339 digs and 43 service aces.

During her junior season in 2013, she appeared in 29 matches, tallying 11 service aces and 121
digs. In 2012, she appeared in 90 sets and made one start, totaling 43 digs. She saw time in 52 sets in
2011, recording 17 digs in her first year in a Husky uniform.

Off the court, Christensen is a member of the UConn Honors Program. She was selected as an
American Athletic Conference All-Academic Team member in 2013-14 and also earned All-Academic
Team honors from the Big East in 2011-12 and 2012-13. Additionally, she has earned a spot on the
Dean’s List and Director of Athletics Honor Roll in each academic semester during her time at UConn.

A native of Ashburn, Va., Christensen is an elementary education and history double major.
